COLUMBIA HOTBED OF BRITISH
FABIANISM

These booklets are cheaply priced for max-
imum distribution and are printed by Co-
lumbia TUniversity Press, New York. This
seems appropriate, considering the role Co-
lumbia’s Teachers College has long played
in developing new methods for radiealizing
and internationslizing public education in
‘this country. The institution has become
well-known as a hotbed of British Fablanism,
that peculiar type of creeping socialism
which sired the present Labor Govern-
ment which has reduced England to a
fourth-rate power and a ctar boarder in the
European section of America's world charity
ward.

TEACH DISLOYALTY TO CHILDREN

UNESCO’s bookleta read like the propa-
ganda put out by United World Federalists,
Inc., which has been dented tax exemption
because of its specifically political nature.

They begin by advancing ths totally un.
American doctrine that ths prime function
of publlc education in the United States
must be that of capturing the minds of our
children, at the esarliest possible age, for
the cause of political world government. The
teacher }s urged to devote every classroom
migute to this end, and every subject taught
must serve, or be revised in such a manner
that It is made to serve, this same central
objective. .

The program !s quite specific. The teacher
is t0 begin by eliminating sny and all words,
phrases, descriptions, pictures, maps, clads.
room material or teaching methods of & sort
causing his pupils to feel or express a par-
ticular love for, or loyalty to, the Unitad .
States of Americs. Children exhibiting such
prejudice as & result of prior home ine
fuences—UNESCO cails {t the outgrowth of
the narrow family spirit——are to De dealt
&n abundant measure of counter propagandsa
at the earliest possible age. Booklet V, on
page 9, advises the teacher that: “The kind-
ergarten or infant school has a significant
part to play in the child's education. Not
only can {t corract many of the errors of home
training, ‘but it can also prepare the child
for membership, at about the age of seven,
in & group of his own age and habits—the
first of many such social identifications that
he must achieve on his way to membership
in the world soctety.”

POISONING THE MINDS OF TEACHERS

Following this same line of attack upon
patriotism and {ts parental escouragement,
the same bookiet, on pages 58-80, goes on to
further poison the minds of our teachers by
adding:

“As we have pointed out, it is {requently
the family that infecta the child with ex-
treme nationalism. The school should there-
fore use the means described earlier to com-
bat family sattitudes that favor jingoism.
Education for world-mindedness {s not a
problem that the school can solve within its
own walls or with its own means. It is a
political problem even more than an educa-
tional one, and the present position of
teachers does not, in general, permit them to
intervene in the fleld of politics with the
requisite authority. We thought with cau-
tious optimism that educators could also try
to influence public opinion. Certain mem-
bers of our group thought that educators
might now besiege the authorities with ma-
terial demands {n the manner of a trade
union. In our opinion {t is essential that,
on the one hand, a chiidren’s charter should
secure for all children such education as is
summarized in this report, which alone can
create the atmosphere in which development
of world-mindedness is conceivable, and




that, on the other aend. & taacher's charter
shouid secure for sll members of the teach-
Ing protession the liberty to provide such an
education hy the means they decide upon,
&a well as the right of access to commissions
and councils responsible [or the organization
of public education.”

Aside from encouraging the public schoot
teachers to make war upon the !deals of
patriatic national devotion which UNESCO
sees as {nfecting our children In the home,
precisely whas kind of (nstruction would the
authora of these UNESCO booklets incro-
duce by Infuencing publlc oplaion, bae-
sleging the authorities with material de-
mands in the maanner of a trade-union, and
by pressing for a Children‘s Charter and a
Teachers’ Charter, which refer to tnscruments
prepared in treaty lorm. making UNESCO
principies the supreme law of the United
States? Let's see.

TEACHERS URGED TO SUPPRESS
AMERICAN HISTORY

Firet of ail, teachers ars urged to suppress
American history and American geograohy,
which might enhance pro-American senti-
ments which UNESCO wishes to sterilize.
Here 13 haw booklet V, on page 11, treats the
problem as it affacts children aged 3 to
13 years:

“In our view, history and geography should
be taught ac this stage as universai history
and geography. Of the two, only geography
lends itself well to study during the years
prescribed by the present survey, The scudy
of nhistory, on the other hand, raises proba.
lems of value which are batter postponed un-
til the pupll is freed from the nationallisc
prejudices which at present surround the
teaching of history.”

Tracslated Into less abstruse phraseology.
tha teamcher is instructed to purge American
geography from the elementary school classe
com, by divorcing it from its nattonal ele-
Inent, and to completely ignore the teaching
of Ristory until the pupil enters high school,
sitice this subject cannot be simtlarly incer-
aationalized, and so is too risky to ad-
vance until the youngsters’ patriotic spirit
has been thoroughly emascuiated. Parents
who take a bit of time to investigate may
fnd (as we found in eastern Pennsyivanta)
that a number of elementary schools have
already dropped American history as a stand-
ard, required subject.

LOGICAL TEACHING METHODS TO BE
DISCARDED

Icgiea) and orderly t2aching masthcods are
also to be discarded f found to obstruce
UNESCO'S program for de-Americanizing the
Minds and hearts of little children. Dis-
cussing the usual method of teaching geog-
raphy, booklet V', page 11, continues:

“One tethod much {0 use now !s 1o teach
jeography o a sertes of widening ctircles,
baginning with local geography ({. e., the
slassroom, the school butlding and its sur-
'‘bundlings, the village, the country) and pro-
teding to s study of the nation and ths
ontinent. Only when that routine has
been accomplished !a the child tntroduced to
ihe rest of the world.

“This progress f{rom the particuiar and
e immedtate to the general and the remota
nay be logical, but does it serve our pur-
0827

The booklet goes on to conclude that 1t
ertatnly does not, since it is found that this
aanner of presentation will lead pupils to
Ba mistaken conclusion that what is nearest
0 them is the most important and vice versa.
INESCO-indoctrinated teachers must there-
ore reverse ile procedqure, upset the rule
t logical sequence, sna begin by teaching
Be 8-year old child about the distribution
¢ land and water, of alr and sea currents,
ydrography, climate, occupations, ete, But,
ven before this, and gertainly befors the
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youngsters are given any xind of formal
study of their own country, avery opportu-
ity should be taken to enlarge the chud’s
Imsagination and encourage him in an {in-
terest in all that i3 remoate and strange. This
is accomplished by occupying the !mpres-
stonabls mind of the very young chtld with
the games, occupations. tools, domeszic anie
mals, ete., of foreign lands. Thae purpose
of this is not simply to teach our kindergar~
ten and elementary puptls about allen peo-
ples, but to cause them tg identif7 thems-
seives in their tmagination with people dif-
ferent {rom themseives.

TRUTH IS TO BE SUPPRESSED

Truth, like orthodox and reasonable teach-
Ing methods, i3 to be suppressed wherever
And whenever (t stands in the way of glort-
fying those things which are foreign abaove
those which are parsicularly Amertcan. On
page 14, hooklet V, there appears tha fol-
lowing advice:

“Certain delicats problems, however, will
arise in these studies and explorations. Not
everything in foreign ways of living can be
presented to childrea in an attractive light.
At this stage, though. the systematic exami-
nation of countries and manners can be post-
Poned, and the teacher need sesik only to
Insure that his childrea appreciate, through
abundant and judicious examples, that for-
eign countries, too, possess things of interest
and beauty, and that many of them resermble
the beauty and interest of 2is own country.
A child taught thus abou: the different coun-
t.les of the world will gradually lose those
habits of prejudtice and contempt which are
an impediment 0 world-mindedness.”

And there 7ou have the UNESCO instruc-
ttons on geography and history: Suppress
American studies in thess flelds; sccentuace,
by abundant and judtstous examples, all that
is especially worth while and attractive (n
foreign modes of living: but, as soon ss tha
point of unfavorable Teporting seems to he
approaching, simply postpone further study,
leaving the children with the faise and truly
prejudiced notion that the nations of the
other continents are paragons of virtue,
beauty and over-all perfection.

LIKE A PASSAGE FROM MARX COM-

MUNIST MANIFESTO

What else does UNESCO's teachers’ guides
recommend that our !ittle ones he taughe?
For ome thing (booklet V., p. 16), “the meth-
ods for putiing the resources of the globe at
the disposal of all peopie.” which reads like a
passage {rom Marx Communist Manifescs.
Follawing the same line, page 51 of the same
work proposes an international anthem for
American classrooms (and tomorrow (for)
all the inhabitants of the world). It ig in-
teresting to note that the booklet we are re-
viewing waa prepared in 1949, and that a
United Nations anthem was previewed Yy
the U. N. in 1950, being presented to the
public on Qctober 1 of that year in Callfor-
nia’s glant Hollywoud Bowi. The anthem
describes how things will be when its flag
(the spiderweb banner cf the T, N.—editor)
Waves o'er every land.

Wa have quoted extensively from booklet
V. because it contains *hs most Ragrant of
UNESCO's anti-American propaganda, and
develops It the most extensively, Now, in
the space left us, let's quote from other voi-
umes in the series:
